A RESOLUTION OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA REAFFIRMING ESTABLISHMENT OF THE CREEKS RESTORATION AND WATER QUALITY IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM CITIZEN ADVISORY COMMITTEE, REVISING THE MEMBERSHIP, TERMS, AND TERM LIMITS, AND REPEALING RESOLUTION NO. 00-140
WHEREAS, on Tuesday, November 7, 2000, voters within the City of Santa Barbara approved measure B which imposes an additional transient occupancy tax in the amount of two percent to be used to fund creek restoration and clean water programs to improve the quality of the water that flows to the ocean; 

WHEREAS, the Council of the City of Santa Barbara wishes the advice of a committee representing community residents regarding the implementation of City programs for creek restoration and water quality improvement funded on an annual basis with the proceeds of Measure B; 

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the City to establish advisory committees to advise the City Council, appropriate boards and commissions and City staff on matters of importance to citizens of Santa Barbara; 
WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 00-140 the Council of the City of Santa Barbara first established the Creeks Restoration and Water Quality Improvement Program Citizen Advisory Committee;

WHEREAS, the Council of the City of Santa Barbara now wishes to revise the membership, terms and term limits of the Creeks Restoration and Water Quality Improvement Citizen Advisory Committee.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA BARBARA:

SECTION 1.

The establishment of the Creeks Restoration and Water Quality Improvement Citizen Advisory Committee is hereby reaffirmed and the future membership, purpose and conduct of meetings are established as follows:

A.
Membership.



1.
Resolution No. 00-140 established the City Creeks Restoration and Water Quality Improvement Program Citizen Advisory Committee (the “Committee”) as a nine (9) member committee appointed by the City Council.  One of the purposes of this amending resolution is to reduce the number of Committee Members to seven (7).  Following approval of this resolution, Committee Members shall continue to be appointed by the City Council.  
2.
Committee Members holding office when this resolution takes effect shall continue to hold office thereafter until their respective terms of office shall expire and their successors are appointed and qualified.  Currently, five (5) member terms are scheduled to expire as of December 31, 2006.  In order to accomplish the reduction in membership from nine to seven, only three (3) of these positions will be available for appointment for new terms.


3.
Beginning January 1, 2007, the composition of the Committee shall be as follows: at least one (1) member shall be from the hotel/lodging industry and at least one (1) member shall have experience in environmental/land use issues.  The remaining five (5) members shall have some experience in ocean use, business, environmental issues and/or provide community-at-large representation.  Committee Members shall remain residents of the City during their terms of office, except that up to two (2) Committee Members are not required to be City residents.  City officers or employees may not serve as Committee Members.
4.
Upon the expiration of the terms of office in effect when this resolution takes effect, members appointed to the Committee shall serve for terms of four (4) years and until their respective successors are appointed and qualified.  Terms of office shall expire on December 31 of the appropriate year.  A vacancy occurring before the expiration of a term shall be filled by appointment for the remainder of the unexpired term.
5.
No Committee Member shall serve for more than two consecutive four-year terms or an uninterrupted period of more than eight (8) years.  Notwithstanding the preceding limitation, the City Council may reappoint a member who as served two consecutive four-year terms or an uninterrupted period of more than eight (8) years, if the City Council finds that the particular member has unique qualifications that are of special benefit to the City.

B.
Purpose.
1.
The purpose of the Committee is to assist and advise the City staff, the Park and Recreation Commission, and the City Council on matter pertaining to the City’s creek restoration and water quality improvement program.



2.
The Committee shall function in an advisory capacity to the City Council, the Park and Recreation Commission, and other boards and commissions as deemed appropriate by the City Council.  The Committee shall make its recommendations to the Park and Recreation Commission and City Council, as deemed appropriate by the City Council.

C.
Conduct of Meetings.


1.
The City Parks and Recreation Department staff will prepare agendas, record minutes and issues, and receive correspondence for the Committee, and shall otherwise support the Committee to the extent of available budgeted resources.



2.
The meetings of the Committee will be held at a regular time and place to be determined by resolution adopted by a majority vote of the members appointed to the Committee.  All meetings of the Committee shall comply with the requirements of the Ralph M. Brown Act (Gov’t. Code §§ 54950 – 54962).


3.
The Committee may prescribe its own procedural rules in the form of by-laws, which shall be submitted to the City Council for approval by Council resolution.


4.
The Committee shall elect from its member ship one Chair and one Vice Chair who shall each serve in such capacity for a term of one year.



5.
Meetings shall be conducted in accordance with Roberts Rules of Order, unless the City Council approves different or supplemental rules or regulations for the conduct of meetings for the Committee.
6.
Unless otherwise specified in this resolution, the Committee shall conduct itself in accordance with the Guidelines for the City of Santa Barbara Advisory Groups.

SECTION 2.

Resolution No. 00-140 is hereby repealed in its entirety.
