 That Council:
A.
Adopt, by reading of title only, A Resolution of the Council of the City of Santa Barbara Approving the Revised Guidelines for the City of Santa Barbara Advisory Groups and Rescinding Resolution No. 03-001; and
B.
Adopt, by reading of title only, A Resolution of the Council of the City of Santa Barbara Establishing the Policy of the City Council Relative to Successive Terms of Members of Advisory Groups and Rescinding Resolution No. 95-106.
DISCUSSION:
 

Over the past several months, the City Advisory Group Subcommittee, consisting of Councilmembers Schneider, Barnwell and House, held several meetings related to the recruitment and appointment process for City advisory groups.  This report covers the necessary changes to the “Guidelines for the City of Santa Barbara Advisory Groups” (Guidelines) and the corresponding resolutions pertaining to the committee recommendations approved by the City Council on September 12, 2006, and October 3, 2006.  
The Guidelines are being revised to reflect the following changes:  

· Dissolution of the Douglas Family Preserve Advisory Committee on July 20, 2004;

· Establishment of the Living Wage Advisory Committee on April 25, 2006; 

· Approval of administrative changes to the interview and appointment process on September 12, 2006; and

· Approval of the length of terms and/or membership categories for the Community Development and Human Services Committee, the Community Events and Festivals Committee, the Creeks Restoration and Water Quality Improvement Citizen Advisory Committee, and the Sign Committee on October 3, 2006.  
The Guidelines are also being revised to update information, delete duplicative references, reorganize the text, and clarify the content.  The revised “Guidelines” will be effective upon adoption of the resolution.

On June 27, 1995, the Council adopted Resolution No. 95-106 to establish a policy relative to successive terms of members of advisory groups.  At that time, some of the City advisory groups had two-year terms.  With Council’s approval on October 3, 2006, all City advisory groups now have 4-year terms.  
Boards and commissions not advisory to the City Council, such as the Central Coast Commission for Senior Citizens, the Housing Authority Commission, the Mosquito and Vector Management District of Santa Barbara County, and the Santa Barbara Metropolitan Transit District, must comply with the laws that established the respective board or commission relative to terms.  Therefore Resolution No. 95-106 has been revised to reflect the changes.
