SUBJECT:

Proposed Measure D Expenditures For Fiscal Years 2008 And 2009
RECOMMENDATION:  
That the Finance Committee receive a staff report on the Proposed Measure D Expenditures for Fiscal Years 2008 and 2009 and provide direction.
BACKGROUND:
On November 7, 1989, a majority of voters passed Measure D (a one-half percent sales tax) for transportation purposes.  The sales tax was levied effective April 1, 1990, and remains in effect for 20 years, expiring March 31, 2010.  
In November 2006, a replacement Measure D 2006 was defeated by the voters.  However, the Santa Barbara County Association of Governments (SBCAG) is planning to place an alternative measure on the November 2008 ballot.  Measure D funds are allocated by the SBCAG.  The City’s proposed expenditure of Measure D funds is estimated to be approximately $5.225M in Fiscal Year 2008 and $5.161M in Fiscal Year 2009.  
DISCUSSION:
Local agencies choose how to spend their share of funds after seeking public input on projects and annually adopting a Measure D Program of Projects.  On September 28, 2006, January 25, 2007, and February 8, 2007, staff held public meetings with the Planning Commission (PC) and the Transportation Circulation Committee (TCC) to review and discuss the proposed Fiscal Year 2008-2009 Streets Capital Improvement Program budget that includes Measure D funding.  Measure D funds also support transit assistance and streets operational expenditures.  
Staff’s proposed Measure D expenditures for Fiscal Years 2008 and 2009 (see Attachment 1) are based on the expectation that a replacement regional measure will be approved, or an equivalent alternate regional or local funding source will be determined prior to the expiration of Measure D.  
Upon direction from the Finance Committee, staff will be recommending that Council adopt a resolution and submit an updated City Local Program of Projects to SBCAG in accordance with the Measure D local allocation rules.  The proposed Measure D expenditures for Fiscal Years 2008 and 2009 have been grouped into the following three categories: Capital Projects, Transit Assistance, and Operations (see Attachment 2).  
Finance Committee input and direction will be incorporated into the presentation at Council during the April 3, 2007 Council meeting.
