Forty Assets For Santa Barbara Youth Coalition 
RECOMMENDATION:  
That Council hear a presentation on the Forty Assets for Santa Barbara Youth Coalition and Youth Summit Day. 
DISCUSSION:
Just over a year ago, area youth serving agencies were invited to attend an informational session on the Search Institutes 40 Developmental Assets hosted by the Channel Islands YMCA. The Search Institute’s vision is a world where all young people are valued and thrive.  Their work in areas of research, resource materials, networking, community support, and training are focused on building and affecting change to create healthy communities.
After this initial training and under the guidance of Lisa Thomas Macrum, Youth Outreach Programs Director for the Channel Islands YMCA, the Assets for Santa Barbara Youth Coalition was formed. The Coalition meets regularly and currently has representation from 35 youth serving agencies and schools, including the City of Santa Barbara Parks and Recreation Department. The group has focused their effort in 2 project areas: a 6-month anti-bullying outreach project – “Empowering Youth to Create Change”, and a Youth Summit Day to be held on April 28, 2007.
The presentation will cover a brief description of the 40 Developmental Assets, how it is being implemented in local schools, project progress, and the upcoming Youth Summit.
