SUBJECT:

Freeway Maintenance Agreement For The Mission Street Bikeway Project
RECOMMENDATION:
That Council approve and authorize the Public Works Director to sign a Freeway Maintenance Agreement (Agreement) between the City of Santa Barbara and Caltrans for the Mission Street Bikeway Project.
DISCUSSION:
The Mission Street Bikeway Project (Project) will construct a Class II bikeway on Mission Street at Highway 101, from Modoc Road to Castillo Street (see attached Project Location map).  This project will encourage bike use through the Mission Street/Highway 101 underpass.  It is funded through a 2002 Santa Barbara County Association of Governments (SBCAG) Board-approved $1,060,000 State Transportation Improvement Program Transportation Enhancement grant.  The purpose of the grant is to construct pedestrian and bicycle-oriented improvements that will encourage greater use of alternative forms of transportation, decreasing the use of motorized vehicles.
On March 5, 1985, the City entered into an Agreement with Caltrans for Maintenance of State Highways in the City of Santa Barbara (Caltrans Agreement).  This Agreement amends the Caltrans Agreement as it pertains to the changes being made by the Project.  This Agreement commits the City to performing the customary maintenance.  The State will continue to maintain the “structural components of the “undercrossing.”  The roadway, sidewalks, wall surfaces (including graffiti removal), lighting, and City traffic facilities, will be maintained by the City.  In addition, new landscaping and irrigation installations will be maintained by the City during the plant establishment period, after which they become the responsibility of the State.
Subject to final Caltrans approvals, this project is scheduled to be advertised in July 2007 and awarded in August 2007.
SUSTAINABILITY IMPACT:

Under the City’s Sustainable Santa Barbara Program, the City’s goals include increasing and encouraging bicycle use as an alternative to car use.  This is intended to reduce traffic congestion and air pollution.  The approval of this agreement is necessary for the City to move forward with the Mission Street Bikeway Project which promotes bicycle use and the reduction of traffic congestion at the Mission Street and Highway 101 interchange.
