Professional Services Purchase Order For The Main Library Restroom Renovation Project 
RECOMMENDATION:  
That Council authorize the General Services Manager to issue a Professional Services Purchase Order to Poirier & David, Architects, for a total of $61,057.50 to complete the design, plans and specifications for the Main Library Restroom Renovation Project.
DISCUSSION:
In the Fiscal Year 2008 budget, a General Fund Capital Project was approved to renovate the main floor restrooms in the City’s Main Library to meet Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) current standards.  This facility was noted as the City’s number one priority during the recent survey of General Fund buildings for compliance with ADA.
The work includes demolition of restroom fixtures, wall relocation to accommodate new ADA-compliant dimensions, installation of ADA-compliant fixtures, improvement to existing lighting and ventilation, new ceiling, flooring, partitions, doors, paint and signage.  Based on similar acceptable work, the firm of Poirier & David, Architects, was selected to design the project and develop the construction plans and specifications.

Sufficient funds are available in the Capital Outlay Fund and the Intra-City Services Fund for this project.  Project estimate includes:
