SUBJECT:
Fiscal Year 2007 Supplemental Appropriations Request For The County Library Fund
RECOMMENDATION:  
That Council increase Fiscal Year 2007 appropriations in the County Library Fund by $66,000 to be funded from unappropriated reserves.
DISCUSSION:
The County Library Fund operates library facilities outside the City of Santa Barbara on behalf of Santa Barbara County.  Operations are funded by Santa Barbara County and the communities served by the facilities.  Each year an annual operating budget is prepared and approved by Council which includes appropriations for a minimum level of library materials acquisitions.  During the year, funding from non-City sources is received and the level of materials acquisitions is often revised depending on needs and available revenues.  If additional appropriations are needed, Staff requests additional appropriations in the second half of the fiscal year.
The Fiscal Year 2007 budget provided for materials acquisitions of $70,000, significantly lower than the adjusted budgeted amounts in prior fiscal years.  Staff anticipated receiving additional funding from private donors and the cities served by the libraries and, accordingly, renewed annual purchase contracts and contracted to purchase other materials consistent with prior year levels.  Due in part to personnel changes, staff inadvertently neglected to request additional appropriations in the second half of the year based upon the level of book acquisitions.  This oversight resulted in actual expenditures exceeding appropriations by approximately $66,000.  Additional appropriations are needed to meet the actual needs for the fiscal year.
